· Immersion Learning:  By virtue of their condensed, intensive format May Term courses can incorporate in-depth, focused and sustained learning experiences of various kinds not practicable during the regular semesters.  Off-campus courses may challenge students to integrate the academic, experiential and service learning in new settings.  In on-campus courses, unencumbered by other academic demands, students may pursue creative endeavors requiring both endurance and persistence with special focus and attention, or address a particular topic or figure with a depth of engagement and concentration impossible in any other format.
